The Bear Facts...
In the past few years, bears have occasionally

been sighted in camp looking for food. In 1988,
we had a young bear visit camp on several
occasions. We became concerned about
camper safety with these repeated visits of the
young bear. When consulting with the DNR, it

was determined that the bear
should be destroyed since
there were no available live
traps.

This summer we had another
bear make several visits that
ranged from mere sightings to overturning our
large dumpster in a hunt tbr snacks. Atier
contacting our Conservation OfIicer, he brought
a bear trap in hopes of capturing and moving
our friend elsewhere. Having the trap in camp
created an atmosphere of excitement and
adventure. The trap consisted of a six foot pi
of metal drain culvert. One end was blocked by
bars, the other end had a door activated by a
bait can located within the trap. The bear had
to enter and attempt to get the bait from the
can, causing the door to spring closed.

The trap was set in the center of camp next to
the kitchen and dumpster. We never did catch
the bear but we did manage to capture a few
raccoons and a curious camper (we wanted to
make sure i t  worked!). Afier a week, the trap
was needed elsewhere, so i t  was removed. Our
fr iend, the bear, was never seen again. I f  the
tood supply continues to be sparse, we could
anticipate having more visitors l ike this and we
hope to dealwith them by using a trap. Camp
Foley has a strong environmental tbcus and
believes in allowing wildlife to live freely, but th
safety of our camp community will always come

first.

Foley Helps
the Environment

For years, we at Camp Foley have been concerned about
the environment and have looked for ways to help
conserve natural resources. Our efforts have become
habit for the Foley community and we'd like to remincl
our camp family of how we are cloing our part for thc
environment.

- Bottles, cans, plastics, and cardboard from the kitchen
are all recycled.
- Leftover vegetable material from the kitchen is com-
posted.
- Returnable pop bottles are used at Canteen
- Thc kitchen uses paper milk cartons instead of plastic.
After use, they are cleaned and cut and usecl as plates (we
call them "boats"; for picnics.
- The kitchen does not use individual scrving packages.
As much as possible, food items are purchascd in bulk
and containers are refi l led. Sugar is the only itcm
purchased in single serving
packagcs.

- Promotional video tapes are returncd to cantp lrnd
reissued to other families to lessen the amount of plastics
and metals introduced to the environment.
- Items get reused at camp. For examplc, old sails becomc
tarps or material for shop projccts.
- Most importantly we are educating young pcople by our
example.

- Biodcgradable soaps and
iletergents arc used as
much as possible in the
ovcrall camp operation.
- Thc camp office uses
white paper and recycled
paper as much as possible.
(Colored paper may use
harmful chemical dyes.)
The office also uses 'Junk

mail" for scratch paper,
reuses mailing envelopes and recycles these materials
when they are no longer useful.
- Used rifle targets are used for scratch paper.
- Used brass from expended bullets at the rifle range is
recycled.
- The lakeshore was rip-rapped to control erosion.
- We encourage the use of sidewalks to prevent erosion.
- Trees and grass are planted and maintained to control
erosion.
- Leaves and brush are composted.
- Lights and radios are turned off when not in use.
- Fertilizers and pesticides are not used. Bat houses have
been erected to attract bats, the natural mosquito control
in Minnesota.
- An annual garage sale and give-away is held to get
unused items to people who can use them and keep these
items out of the landfills.
- Trips to town for purchases are limited.

Persian Gulf
Crisis

Many of us are feeling the effects of
Gulf War. Families are separated
whcn a parent leaves for thc Persian
Gulf and there are uncertaintics and
fcars. Financcs for these families
havc bccome straincd. During first
scssion this year, Folcy would l ike to
aide those families who arc fcelinc financial
strt:sscs dut: lo having a parcnt involved in tho Gulf War
by offering scholarships to thcir childre n of campcr agc.
If you know of a family who could bcncfit from this schol-
arship program or if your own family could usc somc hclp
to scnd your children to camp first scssion, plcasc contact
thc camp office. Our thoughts and praycrs arc with rhc
mcn and women who are st : r t ioned in thc Cul l 'and wi th
thcir familics who await an cxpcdicnt and satisfactory
outcome.

She will also be working with sailing and
soccer. Anne will bc living with our 11 - 13 year old girls.
Annc is spcnding this semesrer of school working in the
Missouri State Legislature.

SEAN FLEMING: Sean has been a staff member at
Foley for the past three summers. Having graduated liom
St. Thomas College in December of this year, Sean has
decidcd to start work early. Hc will be working in our
office this winter and work with the Outdoor Educarion
program this spring. This summer, Sean will bc the
Assistant Coordinator, the Riflery Activity Head, and will
work with staff relations. Sean spent the month of
January at a mission in Venezuela and is exploring the
possibility of returning to the mission in September as a
teacher.

Initiative Course
A new cabin activity for'91! This summer, two and three
week campers wil l have the opportunity to test their
cooperative work skil ls with their cabin group whcn they
attempt to complete the new init iatives course. This
course is designed to include a series of elements that
need to be traversed. No individual can complete thc
course as designcd, group participation is essential for
success.

Init iatives in Folcy's ncw course are known as low
initiatives. This means that all movement is close to thc
ground and safety equipment is not rcquired. A sampling
of our init iatives includc:

l. The All Aboard. Thc ohjcct ol 'this is to sce how many
campcrs can get  on a smal l  p lat form at  onc t imc.  To bc
successfu l ,  the cnt i rc  cabin group must  a l l  bc on the
platform, with fcct off thc grcund, for a pcriod of l ' ivc
scconds.

3. Kitten Crawl. Campers must make their way irom one
end of a pair of parallel ropes to the other.

4. Trust Fall. Each camper takcs a turn fall ing backward
into the arms of thcir cabin matcs and counsclors. How
much do you trust your cabin mates /

5. The Wall. It 's almost as formidable as it soundsl Only
with true cooperation can the cabin group get all campers
over the eight foot wall.

6. Vertical l-og and Tire. In this init iative, the group
must remove and rcplace a tirc which cncircles a 12 foot
vertical log.

7. Trolley. Campers arc givcn props and must movc thc
ent i re group across an area wi thout  touching thc ground
with any body parts.

8. The Traverse. The entire cabin group must go through
a series of hanging tires without touching thc ground. In
adclit ion, the group must transport a "bomb" without
"detonating" it!

9. Mohawk Walk. Campers have to "walk softly" on this
init iative when they attempt to have the cabin group

traverse a suspended cable without anyone touching the
ground. Not simple, but great fun to attempt!

Each of these initiative elements provides a means of
getting to know and trust cabin mates better, of develop-
ing cooperation and of bonding with the group. Best of
all, the elements are challenging and fun!
